National Parks and Historic Sites

Southeast Florida has three National Parks, which cover almost 2 million acres. In FY 2001, the total number of recreational visits to the parks was 1.6 million.

Biscayne National Park. Within the park boundaries are the longest stretch of mangrove forest left on Florida's east coast, the clear shallow waters of Biscayne Bay, over 40 of the northernmost Florida Keys, and a spectacular living coral reef. Biscayne National Park was declared a national monument in 1968.

Everglades National Park is the only subtropical preserve in North America. It is also the only place in the world where alligators and crocodiles exist side by side. It has been designated a World Heritage Site, an International Biosphere Reserve, and a Wetland of International Importance.

Dry Tortugas National Park is a cluster of seven islands, composed of coral reefs and sand, first discovered by Ponce de Leon in 1513.  Ft. Jefferson, the largest of the 19th century American coastal forts, is a central feature. The fort was designated as a national monument in 1935.
